Indiana Network for Higher Education Ministries (INHEM) serves those who are concerned about the spiritual lives of students on Indiana college and university campuses.  The mission of INHEM is to provide leadership and resources to enhance, nurture, and sustain persons and organizations that foster moral and spiritual development of students. We are an ecumenical Christian organization that works across Indiana with campus ministries, religious organizations of all faiths, and individuals that encourage and nurture college/university students’ spiritual development. 
Purpose:  The purpose of the INHEM Vocation Grant is to provide a means for exploring the concept of vocation in various public higher education settings with the expectation this will lead to additional possibilities for expanding the conversation on vocation in the future.  Some possibilities which are appropriate for Vocation Grant are:

· A workshop for several faculty to consider how to incorporate vocational concepts into the curriculum.  

· A reading group for student leaders, campus ministers, and local clergy about vocation.

· A follow-up retreat for students who participated in an alternative break project.

· A career center equipping itself with more information on careers in ministry.

· Seed money for bringing a speaker to campus on the topic of vocation.

Preference will be given to grant applications which look toward future possibilities, show evidence of collaboration, encourage creativity, and/or explore vocation from a variety of perspectives.

Applicants:  Vocation Grants are available to applicants involved in Indiana public higher education institutions.  Applicants can be:


campus ministry/student religious organizations


faculty, staff, or administrators 


religious congregations from any tradition


university/college divisions or departments

If you are unsure about your eligibility, please contact INHEM as noted below. A minimum of 15 grants will be available between February 1, 2011 and December 31, 2013.

Requirements:  

· Grant recipients must provide a written report at the end of the grant period and agree to share their grant experience at an INHEM event.
· The grant period may range from one to twelve months.  Grants will be given between February 1, 2011 and December 31, 2013. Grant activities must be completed by April 30, 2014.
· INHEM Vocation Grants are available in amounts up to $5,000.  To be considered for a grant over $2,500, applicants are encouraged to be working collaboratively and/or to be providing experiences that are longer than one semester.  
· Grant funds must be used for the purpose requested.

The INHEM Vocation Grants (up to $5,000) are a part of the INHEM Exploring Calls, Expanding Horizons Initiative. Major funding is provided by Lilly Endowment for the Vocation Grant Program of Visions for Vocation. The Vocation Grant Program is designed and administered by Indiana Network for Higher Education Ministries.

Applications from students will be accepted on an on-going basis while funds are available.  INHEM staff will review the applications the third week of each month and will notify students and sites about the next steps in the process on or before the 15th of the following month.
