Information Sheet for Applicants

Who Can Apply?  Campus ministers and faculty advisors of student religious organizations at Indiana public colleges and universities are eligible to apply for a grant for a student internship.

Overview:  The INHEM Ministry Internship Program provides opportunities for college students to explore the possibility of professional or ordained ministry (as defined by their particular faith tradition).  Sites for ministry internships are parishes, local congregations, church camps, church ministries, campus ministry organizations, and faith-based nonprofits.  Students must be recommended by the campus minister or faculty advisor.

Availability:  The total amount of the grant will be up to $3,500.00.  Student intern stipends are typically $8-$10/hour.
